Pray that I
may be rescued from the unbelievers in Judea and that my service in Jerusalem may be acceptable to
the saints there, so that by God’s will I may come to you with joy and together with you be refreshed.”
(Rom.15: 30-32)

3. Through prayer God fulfills His promises.

a) God promised protection for Paul when he was converted. “I will rescue you from your own people
and from the Gentiles” (Acts 26:17) Paul asked the Romans to pray for the very thing that he was
promised in Romans 15:30-32.

b) God promised the Israelites that He would bring them back from captivity in Jeremiah 29:10-14.
Daniel 9 records how he read that promise then “turned to the Lord God and pleaded with Him in
prayer and petition, in fasting, and in sackcloth and ashes.”

c) In Joel 2:28-32 the prophet promised that God would pour out His Spirit on all flesh. When he
ascended, Jesus promised the disciples that they would receive the power of the Holy Spirit in a few
days but they were to wait in Jerusalem. What did they do while they waited? They prayed (Acts 4:29-
31).

Such Scriptures teach us that God partners with us to accomplish His purposes in history. Why? We don’t know,
but God has chosen to give us prayer as an awesome privilege and high calling!

In Philippians 4:19 God has promised to supply all our needs according to His riches in Christ Jesus. Please
continue to pray that God would provide the support necessary to both pay for our renovations and to train
students in His Word for years to come.
